BILLING PROCESS FOR PHYSICIANS' OFFICES

Medical Documentation

Draw blood.

Based on ease of blood
withdrawal, determing
degree of catheter occlusion.

Record diagnosis in
patient's chart.

Adminizter appropriate amouwnt
of Cathflo to clear pafient's
catheter. This may require more
than one administration.

Record all Cathflo administrations
and results in patient’s chart.

Physician-Office Billing

Compile charges and determine
co-payment amounts based on
insurance type.

Billing office: Record and convert
diagnoses to ICD-9-CM codes, which
are used to justify services rendered.

Complete and submit appropriate
billing form to Medicare. Medicare
pays 80% of the allowed charges.

Bill =econdary iNSuUrance company or
patient for remaining 20% coinsurance.
